"Fifty-seven months after my last visit to my beloved Ghana, | finathparked on another journey back to my
motherland. Since 2005, Ghana has celebrated its 50th independence anniversary, hosted the African Cup of Nations
President Barack Obama, discovered oil on her shores, and won the FIFA20nu¢orld Cup, becoming the first
African Nation to do so. With the implications of the foregoing, and more, it is fair to say | was not sure what to expect «
my arrival. Nor was bure what my feelings were about this particular journey back home given the long absence and tl
interim change in my citizenship status. As | approached the Continental counter at tsimheuis International
Airport to check in for my flight, | stilhad not decided exactly how | felt about the journey. | had received often
conflicting reports from media outlets, friends, family, and total strangers who had recently been in Ghana, or hes
something about the country.
